Policy:
The college shall extend all the possible support to the needy students to receive information
about government, non-government, and individual support schemes, timely submission of

applications through online/offline portals, regular follow-up of the process, and timely
disbursement of the amount to the students.

' (jorcnm\em scholarships for students are programs established by government bodies to provide
inancial support and assistance to eligible students pursuing education at various levels.
